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Attracting New Members  

L have asked a number of new members who have 

joined CYC why they have chosen Chelsea over 

other clubs and the answer is often "you were the 

friendliest club". We need to ensure we keep this 

feeling going if we are to increase the member-

ship of the club.  

I have been a member of a number of clubs over 

the years and found a stark difference in their pol-

icy of treating new members. One of the best was 

the Toyota LandCruiser club, their policy was to 

ask each person for their membership number to 

identify new members. Once this was done the 

new members were taken aside, welcomed and 

shown what the club is about and what training 

and facilities the club offered. They were then in-

troduced to other key members of the club and 

made very welcome. The take-up rate for new 

members was very high as a result and the club is 

still very successful today. 

One of the worse things a club can do is ignore 

potential new members. Treat every person who 

walks up to the club as a potential new member, 

ask them about their sailing experience, what sort 

of boat they sail or want to sail and show them 

around the club. If they have no sailing experi-

ence then make sure to tell them about the train-

ing we offer. If they are looking to become a new 

member, introduce them to other members of the 

club so that the next time they turn up, they will 

know someone. Membership forms are behind the 

bar and EFT facilities are available. Invite them 

for a drink after the race and make them wel-

come.
